Ellen White 

wrote: “A prac4cal knowledge of the science of human life is necessary in order to 

glorify God in our bodies.

and, in those choosing a total vegetarian diet, supplementa4on of vitamin B12.  

Medita4on on the Word, works, and ways of God, and a strong purpose for living, 

are also useful preventa4ves! 

     In short, live the Adven4st health message wholis4cally, and the start of cogni-

4ve dysfunc4on may be delayed.  Progression of the inevitable may be delayed as
