Prayer Connects Me to Jesus

“Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, in everything give thanks: for this is the will
of God in Christ Jesus for you.”-- 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18.

Why is it sometimes hard to rejoice, pray, or give thanks?

“Prayer is the opening of the heart to God as to a friend. . . .Prayer does not bring
God down to us, but brings us up to Him.” -EGW, Steps to Christ.

How does prayer bring me up to God?

“Unceasing prayer is the unbroken union of the soul with God, so that life from God
flows into our life; and from our life, purity and holiness flow back to God.” —EGW,
Steps to Christ.

How can | stay in touch with God throughout the day?

“And so | urge you: carry on an ongoing conversation with God about the daily stuff
of life, a little like Tevye in Fiddler on the Roof. Tevye’s prayers, by the way, appeal
to us precisely because they are Simple Prayer. There is no better example of this
than his song ‘If | were a Rich Man,” in which he prays the question many of us wish
we could ask the Almighty: ‘Lord, Who made the lion and the lamb / You decreed |
should be what | am. / Would it spoil some vast, eternal plan / If | were a wealthy
man?’” --Richard Foster, Prayer: Finding the Heart’s True Home.

If | could have a friendly talk with God, what would | talk about?

“Keep Your wants, your joys, your sorrows, your cares, and your fears before God.
You cannot burden Him; you cannot weary Him. He who numbers the hairs of your
head is not indifferent to the wants of His children. . .Nothing is too great for Him
to bear, for He holds up worlds, He rules over all the affairs of the universe. Noth-
ing that in any way concerns our peace is too small for Him to notice.” —EGW, Steps
to Christ.

To Take Home:
When | think about God, how far away is He?
What parts of my life am | silently refusing to discuss with God?
What can | thank God for today?

“The relations between God and each soul are as distinct and full as though there
were not another soul upon the earth to share His watchcare, not another soul for
whom He gave His beloved Son.” —EGW, Steps to Christ.
